Lab #2 - Lighting
Part A: /10   
Observe the differences between a hard light source and a soft light source by positioning a subject or an object in the same location and position, then note the effect of the two different types of light in regard to colour, shadow placement and overall effect of the light.  In a word document, write how you think the different lighting affects a shot.  Does it affect the mode? How?  Video tape your sources.
Part B: /10  0 – 3 one light source, 4- 6 two light sources, 7 – 9 three light sources, 10 – 4 light sources, each done perfectly.

Attempt to create various motivated light sources. For example, does a red gel in front of a white light source simulate an exit sign? Can you create a blinking neon sign by turning the light source off and on in a rhythmical pattern? Create as many examples of motivated light as possible.  Video tape your lights.  Create titles that indicate the actual and simulated light source.
